The new nightlatch provides additional
security through a cylinder that has
protection from being drilled, and a
20mm bolt throw for greater strength.

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Securing your home

From the Policemen!

Before Christmas Staffordshire police ran
a campaign to highlight the problem of
doors left unlocked. In the scheme
officers gained entry to households
through unlocked doors and obtained a
set of keys (which were later returned to
the householder!) to demonstrate the
size of the issue.

This is a particular problem on PVCu
doors and other doors with a Multi-Point
Lock. These doors require positive
action to be taken to secure them after
someone has entered, this is of course
not the case with a nightlatch which
locks after you as you shut the door.

This problem can be overcome by
fitting a split spindle to MPL’s. This
means the door will lock on the latch

every time you close it, making it
inaccessible from outside without a
key. From the inside the door operates
no differently; if the door is not locked
by the key the handle will open the
door as always.

With an ERA MPL a split spindle can
be purchased and fitted with no need
to change the lock.in handles. THIS IS
NOT NECESSARILY THE CASE FOR
OTHER BRANDS OF MPL.

When ordering an ERA MPL a split
spindle must be purchased separately.

Sustainable
and Secure

Buildings Act

The Sustainable and Secure Buildings
Act received Royal Assent in September
2004 and came into force on 16th
November 2004.

It was a private members bill introduced
by Andrew Stunnell in January 2004
and amends the building regulations so
that security measures are considered.

In future it will be likely that new builds,
renovations or extensions will require
“good quality” locks.

The office of the Deputy Prime Minister
and the Home Office are to discuss what
will term good / minimum security levels.
When these are determined there will
also be public consultation on the issues.
Until then they will continue to encourage
improved levels of security in the building
industry.

Of course at ERA we will continue to
promote good levels of security and
encourage people to check the
capabilities of their current locks. It has
long been a requirement of insurance
companies for British Standard locks to
be fitted and it’s advisable that everyone
checks both their policy and their locks.

Crime Statistics Overview

On 21st April the Office of National
Statistics produced it’s quarterly crime
update combining the data from the
British Crime Survey and police reported
crime data.

As a wise man once said....

“statistics: the only science that
enables different experts using the
same figures to draw different
conclusions.”

....With this in mind we’ve decided to look
at the big picture and not get dragged into
the quagmire of specific figures and
percentages.

If we’ve understood the report correctly, it
seems that domestic burglary is
significantly down but what’s caused this
and how will it affect the security products
industry? One theory could be that
criminals are focusing on other types of
‘modern’ crime. We know that identity
theft is on the increase and with an ever-
increasing number of internet-users
computer crime is rising.

Another argument, the one that | think
professionals will be keener to take up, is
that homeowners have taken greater
measures to secure their homes with a
wide range of top-level security available
at affordable prices and a plethora of

information and advice coming at them
from all angles. So maybe criminals aren’t
choosing to resort to hi-tech crime,
perhaps they’re being forced to.

Given the above argument, does the
future look bleak for security products and
does the market have a limited lifespan?
We at ERA Products don't believe this, as is
evidenced by the new products we feature
in this issue, the future simply lies in
constant innovation to try and keep ahead
of the criminal threat. If the market were to
stagnate we would be handing over the
advantage.
